Synopsis

However, when Ella discovers by accident one day later that Tim cheated his way into 
the role, she becomes hopping mad. Her fury and scorn are so intense that she chases 
Tim clear through the schoolhouse, whereby Tim injures himself so severely that he has 
to be taken to hospital. 
 
Frightened and remorseful, Ella visits him there, and as they now both feel guilty, they 
decide to bury the hatchet and become friends.
